An avid horticulturist, he embraced holistic gardening practices long before this became  the norm. Mick loved growing all types of fruit, vegetables and flowers and was always  keen to try new varieties not commonly seem in the district.   His m ost special flower was  the Gladioli of which he was proud to achieve a garden of over 10,000 bulbs one year.     He always told local folks, that he grew every color in the rainbow except true blue.     A member and local Fire Warden of the Rural Fires Board for   many decades, he reluctantly  gave up membership in his early eighties.
